
 

Warrior players, families and friends, it is almost summer time! 
 
As we get ready for 4 on 4 games, off-season workouts, and summer parties, we have 
to sneak in a little planning for next fall. 
 
The club is looking to get new shells and gloves for the players next year, and we want 
them to look nice!  Which means - we have to raise some money! 
 
We have two upcoming opportunities for the club to raise money, and we have already 
committed to both.  So, we need to make good on those commitments! 
 
Not to worry, just a small contribution of time from the players, families and friends of 
the Warrior Hockey Club and we can make this happen. 
 
Here are the details: 
 
First, we have signed up for park clean-up during Ribfest this year.  What we need is a 

total of 45 players, friends and siblings as well as 10 volunteer parents and adults, 
to work on July 3rd from 4:30 pm – 10:30 pm.  We will be one of 4 groups working 
this shift, so there will be plenty of volunteers working at the same time. (We didn’t 
want anyone to worry that our group of 55 was cleaning the WHOLE park during our 
shift!)  Each volunteer will be required to stay during the entire shift; but you get in 
for free, you get to do a little people watching while you work, and hopefully hear 
some good music.  The best part is that if we fulfill our shift, we get $1,350 cash - 
free and clear!!  However, we must have at least 55 volunteers that day. 

 
Second, we have renewed our volunteer commitment to staff a beer tent at Ribfest.  

This will be on July 4th from 4:15 pm – 10:15 pm.  We will need 35 adults for this shift.  
Again, each volunteer will be required to stay for the entire shift.  When we have 
fulfilled this shift, we will get another $1,500 cash!! 

 
Both of these events are great opportunities for the club to raise money for new gloves 
and shells for the players, as well as continue to help our club’s general fund. 
 
Please have your player contact his or her friends and ask them to help out the club.  
We also need a strong commitment from our parents and your friends, family members 
and neighbors to make both events a success.
